Terms of Reference

The CECRP/PAG : Panel Advisory Group has been established under the auspices of the Customer Equipment and Cable Reference Panel (CECRP) as a standing Advisory Group charged with the responsibility of reviewing queries on AS/ACIF Standards and ACMA Technical Standards and developing responses on behalf of Communications Alliance.
The CECRP/PAG develops Expressions of Intent (EoIs) which represent their view of the intent or likely intent underlying the relevant publication. The EoI is not legal advice or an interpretation of the requirements of the publication, and Communications Alliance does not guarantee that compliance with any EoI will constitute compliance with the relevant publication.
All Standards made by the Australian Communications and Media Authority (ACMA) under the Telecommunications Act 1997 become delegated legislation and once made, the Standard and its requirements cannot be changed in any manner. Subsequently, neither ACMA nor Communications Alliance can make an interpretation of a requirement in a made Standard if that interpretation would propose any variation to the technical intent of that requirement.

In developing EoIs, the CECRP/PAG is fulfilling Communications Alliance role as a Standards development body in supporting users of its Standards in the understanding of the rationale and meaning of the technical requirements in its Standards. This role is distinct from the regulatory role carried out by ACMA in the managing the application of made Standards.

On 1 July 2005 the ACA became the Australian Communications and Media Authority (ACMA) and the Memorandum of Understanding continues in effect as if the reference to the ACA were a reference to ACMA.  Prior to 1 July 2005, Technical Standards developed by the ACA are designated as ACA Technical Standards.
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
